A foreign species is a plant, an animal, a fungus, or a
micro-organism, which with human assistance has
spread outside its natural habitat. This can be caused
intentionally or by mistake. Some of these "new"
species create problems.... while others don't. It is
impossible to predict what will happen when a foreign
organism settles its root in a new environment - and it is
worrying.

Consequences: Biological Invasion or Harmless
Addition

We can't predict what will happen when a foreign
organism settles its roots in a new environment. Maybe
it causes nothing special, but it can also bring serious
consequences.... We know for certain from our
experience that it is next to impossible to eradicate a
species once it has well established itself in a new
environment. The consequence of a foreign species can
be: ecological by its influence on [other] species and life
environments, genetical by (re)production of mixed
genes, social economical by costs for damaged
property, deminished income opportunities..., health-
issue-related by its influence on people's health.
